Changing the text font

<FONT FACE="times new roman"> for "Times New Roman" text </FONT> 

<FONT FACE="courier" > for "Courier" text </FONT> 

<FONT FACE="comic sans ms"> for "Comic Sans MS" text </FONT> 

You can specify any font you like, but you will only see a font if it is already installed on your computer.

Your viewer will only be able to see the font if he or she has the same font installed on their computer. If their computer doesn't recognise your font, it may try and guess a font to use, with unpredictable results.

Most people have "arial", "times new roman" and "courier".

You can also specify a choice of fonts

eg. <FONT FACE="times new roman,arial"> 

if the first font is not installed, the second font will be used
