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Exhibition

Now that you have a topic for your Exhibition project you’ll need to get started.

Step #1. Asking Questions.

You’ll need to start somewhere. The best place to start is by asking questions. To help you ask the right questions look over some books or websites about your topic. You may begin to realize there is a lot more to know. 

Here are some sample questions about students Exhibition projects. You may use some of these questions, but you’ll also have to come up with more on your own.

Making a Movie 

How do I make a movie? How long should it be?
What type of film and camera do I use?  (School studio uses videotape)

What equipment do I need?

How long will it take to film?

What kind of movie should I make? Animation, documentary,…
How do I get started?

Where can I film it?

What camera angles should I use in certain scenes, and why did I choose them?
How do I edit the film? (Do I use a computer program or the school’s studio?)
Designing Clothes

What is in fashion today? (What types of clothing and style are popular?)

What material of cloth should I use?

How can I follow a pattern?
How do I use a sewing machine or needle and thread?

What colors or materials go together?

Planning and Cooking a Healthy Meal

What is a healthy meal?

What are calories?  

How many calories should a child of eleven eat? An adult woman? Man?

What is good and bad fats? How much do we need?

What is protein? How much do we need?

What are carbohydrates? How much do we need?

Should I bake, broil, fry, or steam foods?

Are meats healthy? Is one type of meat better than another?

Should I use organic foods?

Should I use a recipe or make my own?

Creating a Comic Book or Comic Strip

What kind of comic do I want to create? Humorous, action, historical…
If I’m not good at drawing, how can I make a comic?

What is my story plot?

Should I draw in color or black and white?

What style should I use (Japanese manga? Or …)

What is important information about my topic (WWI, Indians, )?

What information should go into my story?

What is my plot? (Exposition, rising action, climax, resolution)

Should I focus on only one part of the information? Which part?
