Extended Essay Outline Example
Outlining is a process that many students skip. But 30 minutes of early outlining work can save you hours of research and writing work later. An outline gives you direction and keeps you focused.  It breaks up your work into manageable chunks. Look for a Word document version of this sample outline at www.senri.ed.jp/ois/ibdp/ee.htm. Open and “Save as” if you want to, creating your working outline on this same page.

ABSTRACT (written last, positioned first; Roman numeral i)
